Meeting Abbreviations & Explanations 

Open meetings are available to anyone interested in the Alcoholics 
Anonymous (A.A.) and Narcotics Anonymous (N.A.) Programs of 
recovery.  This includes drug addicts, alcoholics, family members, 
significant others, and information seekers. 
Closed meetings are only for members and those with a substance 
abuse probl em or other problem which leads to addictive behavior. 
A.A. Big Book Study (BB) meetings focus on the Book Alcoholics 
Anonymous commonly referred to as “The Big Book”. 
N.A. Literature (Lit) meetings focus on the Book Narcotics Anonymous 
and other N.A. Literature. 
A.A. Twelve and Twelve (12x12) meetings focus on the Book The 
Twelve Steps and Twelve Traditions.  
Speaker meetings have one person sharing their story with the group. 
Step Study (SS) meetings focus on studying the 12 Steps. Discussion 
(Disc) meetings focus on a Step, Tradition, or suggested topic in a 
“round table” format.
